Gevrey-Chambertin Village comes from three lieux-

dits: Sylvie, Champs-Chenys, and Pressonier. This 

special blend is a selection of the smallest Village-level 

plots on the estate. Together, they offer a unique 

expression and representation of the Gevrey-

Chambertin Village identity.

Sylvie is sheltered from the north by a small grove,

with deep soil and very narrow rows. The Pressonier

plot is larger, located just below the main road, while

Champs-Chenys borders Charmes-Chambertin directly

on its eastern side.
